At his mother’s suggestion just fifteen months ago in Autumn last year, Michael Craig took up the sport of bowling and is participating in the annual Junior National Championships for the first time.

His entering average of 126 was eclipsed in grand style in the qualifying day’s play of the Intercentre Cup when ten strikes and a nine spare was close to a faultless performance in the first game.    Fellow bowlers watched in awe as the unassuming youngster bowled his way into the record books.

A Year Nine student at Mackillop Catholic College in Tuggeranong, Craig now devotes most of his out of school hours to bowling.  He bowls in a Junior league each Saturday and regularly practices at least six days every week.  His commitment is producing results.

“He’s bright…very mathematical and he’s really taken to bowling….there’s a  lot more to tenpin than bowling a ball down”  said proud mum Sue Craig following the presentation of a special Plaque to reward Michael’s achievement.
