2010 Mackay Open Format 
 
This is a TBAL Ranked Tournament open to all male and female bowlers who hold a current TBAL 
Registration. All TBAL Rules and Regulations will apply to the tournament, including Code of 
Conduct and Lane Conditions and Policies. Ranking points will be granted after the tournament 
has been completed. Bowlers are not permitted to smoke whilst actually competing in this event. 
2010 REGISTERED PLAYER CARDS MUST BE PRESENTED AT CHECK-IN. 
 
The Tournament Prize Fund is based on 81 entries (maximum 108 entries). The 1st place prize of 
$3000 and Ladies incentive 1st place prize of $500 is guaranteed. No bowler is permitted more 
than one (1) entry.  
 
All bowlers are required to check-in 15 minutes prior to commencement of their scheduled bowling 
time at all stages of this tournament. Bowlers may apply to change to a later squad provided a 
request is made to the Tournament Director prior to the commencement of check-in for their initial 
squad and only if there are positions available in a later squad. Approval is at the discretion of the 
Tournament Director. Late arrivals to Stage 2 (Matchplay Final) will be replaced by the highest 
placed available reserve (from Stage 1 Qualifying). 
 
Dress code: Suitable bowling attire must be worn. No jeans, cord or track pants are permitted. 
 
Stage 1 – Qualifying: All bowlers will bowl 12 games in one appearance. The 12 games will 
be bowled in six (6) 2 game blocks, with no more than 2 bowlers per lane. Late arrivals for Stage 1 
will commence bowling from the frame they are ready to bowl and will forfeit any frames and/or 
games missed. On completion of Stage 1 the Top 16 on total pinfall will advance to Stage 2, being 
the Matchplay Phase, to be bowled on Sunday. Pinfall from Stage 1 does not carry over to Stage 
2. If there is a tie for 16th position after qualifying there will be a one (1) game roll-off between the 
tied bowlers at 7.00am Sunday morning before check-in for Stage 2. 
 
Stage 2 – Matchplay Final: The Top 16 (after qualifying) will bowl 15 head to head games (1 
game blocks) using the bonus system of 20 points for a win, 10 points for a draw and nil points for 
a loss. At the end of Matchplay the bowler with the highest pinfall plus bonus points will be 
declared the winner of the 2010 Mackay Open. If a tie exists for 1st place a 1 game roll-off will 
occur between the tied bowlers. All other positions will be shared should a tie exist.
